peas at the local farmers’ market.
Her father gave them the seeds and
they were responsible for planting,
growing, harvesting and selling them.

Dianne remembers taking a Bushel of
peas to the farmers’ market. She was
offered $2 for the bushel. She said,
‘this was a lot of hard work! | can't take
less than $4!" Well, they paid it. That
was her first experience in ‘sales!’

As a little girl, Dianne remembers lying in
bed at night hearing her parents argue
about money. There was never enough.
She vowed that when she grew up, she
would make things better for them all.
Dianne started focusing on the future at
a very young age. She worked her way
through school and pursued a career in

nursing. She didn't pass her final
nursing exam, but she didn't let
that stop her. She took it again
and passed. Diane earned a
degree in nursing management
and became a registered nurse.
